What is Good Genealogy?

You join a local genealogical society, 
or you put your research online on an Internet genealogy site, 
or you create a database that can be shared with other researchers, 
or you create your own website to display your findings.
These are only some of the ways to share, but above all, it has to be accurate.
You will find a lot of information that may add to your profiles, but you need to know it’s true and factual, or make a note in your records that it’s questionable. 
As is true in life, not everyone shares equally, nor is everyone honest. There are any number of reasons questionable information is shared; just don’t do it yourself. The simplest way to do that is to share what you know to be factual and note anything you have a question about. The person you’re sharing with then knows what might be a problem for them and can plan how to work with it or around it.
